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DAY 1

Airport transfer from Casablanca airport to Four Seasons Casablanca hotel 

(33km/45min).

Transfer from Marrakech to Ouarzazate (194km/45min).

Transfer from Ouarzazate to Azalai Desert Lodge (156km/2h30).

Leave Marrakech early morning to cross the magni�cent Atlas mountains and 

surrounding area en route to Ouarzazate. Proceed on twisting highway since to 

cross the Anti-Atlas we must descend via the Draa Valley, one of the widest in 

Morocco, to Zagora.

Full day of extraordinary mountain landscapes. A�er Ouarzazate we follow the 

path of the always raging Drá River with its millions of palms.

Free time for the rest of the day.

Your driver is always available. Overnight at Azalai Desert Lodge.





DAY 3

ZAGORA/DESERT  

Transfer from Zagora to Umnya Dune Camp (+-3h30).

Free time for the remainder of the morning.

Transfer a�er lunch to the desert. We descend to one of Morocco’s most 

beautiful and longest valleys, the Draa, home to a sumptuous and magni�cent 

landscape you may stop and admire at any time. 

At M'hamid el Ghizlane, you enter desert trails to the camp at Erg Chegaga, the 

remotest and most unspoiled area of the Moroccan Sahara. 

Dromedary ride to see the sunset. Dinner at the camp.

Free time for the rest of the night.

Your driver is always available. Overnight at Umnya Dune Camp.





DAY 4
 
DESERT/TAROUDANT 

Transfer from Umnya Dune Camp to Foum Zguid (+-3h00).

Continue from Foum Zguid to Taroudant (273km/4h00).

Morning departure to the camp at Foum Zguid via the Sahara’s remote desert 

trails.

On this day you’ll move through magni�cent scenery at the heart of the 

Anti-Atlas range, discovering a few of its secrets along the way. 

EOD arrival at Taroudant. Overnight at Dar Al Hossoun.



DAY 5

TAROUDANT/MARRAKECH

OPTION A
Transfer from Taroudant to Marrakech (228km/4h45).

Free time for the remainder of the morning.

We suggest a stroll through the old Taroudant medina as well as a stop-in at 

Chilean painter Claudio Bravo’s house museum.

A�er lunch we depart for Marrakech, crossing the Atlas highlands to visit 

remote Tinmel mosque. It was constructed in memory of the thirteenth-century 

founder of the Almohad Dynasty, Mehdi Ibn Toumert.

In the a�ernoon, transfer to the hotel in Marrakech.

Free time the rest of the day.

Your driver is always available. Overnight at L’Hotel Marrakech o La Mamounia 

Marrakech or Amanjena. 



DAY 5

TAROUDANT/MARRAKECH

OPTION B
Transfer from Taroudant to Marrakech (269km/3h30).

Free time for the remainder of the morning.

We suggest a stroll through the old Taroudant medina as well as a stop-in at 

Chilean painter Claudio Bravo’s house museum.

A�ernoon transfer to the hotel in Marrakech. 

Free time the rest of the day.

Your driver is always available. Overnight at L’Hotel Marrakech o La Mamounia 

Marrakech or Amanjena.



DAY 6

MARRAKECH

We suggest an early-morning hot-air balloon excursion o�ering spectacular 

Marrakech panoramas.

Founded between 1070-1072 by Almoravid tribes, Marrakech is still a long-time 

political, economic and cultural center. Its in�uences were felt throughout the 

western Muslim world, from North Africa to Andalusia in what is now Spain. The 

Marrakech medina is a UNESCO World Heritage Site featuring a number of 

landmarks and other recommended sights.

On day 6 we suggest a walking tour with our o�cial guide to the medina (the old 

city) featuring stops at Mellah (the Jewish quarter), the Palais Badi and the 

old-city souk. Transfer to the hotel at the end of the a�ernoon. Free time the 

remainder of the day.Your driver is always available. Overnight at L’Hotel 

Marrakech or La Mamounia Marrakech or Amanjena



DAY 7

MARRAKECH

Today we suggest a stroll through the city’s modern quarters to the Majorelle 

Gardens, Bereber Museum and the YSL Museum.

A�er museums, a side-car ride to Palmerie—Marrakech’s “green lung”—is a 

rollicking, only-in-Morocco experience not to be missed.  

Palmerie is a true oasis on Marrakech’s outskirts, famed for its gorgeous palm 

groves that spread across a 140Km2 area featuring hundreds of thousands of 

trees that—according to legend—were grown from seeds dating to expulsions 

almost one thousand years ago, by Arab soldiers during Almoravid dynasty rule 

in Marrakech.

A�ernoon transfer to the hotel. Free time for the remainder of the day.

Your driver is always available. Overnight at L’Hotel Marrakech or La Mamounia 

Marrakech or Amanjena.



DAY 8

OPTION A
Transfer from Marrakech to the Casablanca airport (223km/2h30). 

Morning free time.

Transfer to the Casablanca airport. End travel in Morocco.

OPTION B
Transfer from L’Hôtel Marrakech to the Marrakech airport (7,4km/20min).

Transfer from Mamounia Marrakech to the Marrakech airport (5km/10min). 

Transfer from Amanjena to the Marrakech airport (15km/20min).

Morning free time.

Transfer to the Marrakech airport. End travel in Morocco.
